A very warm welcome to all of you, especially parents new to our learning
community. Excitement, high energy and newness seem to electrify the air as we
begin classes each year. | know | am excited to get started. | am really looking
forward to getting to know you and to involve you in your son’s education and
formation at St. X. | am also experiencing surges of high energy evidenced in
some restless nights, perhaps due to the anticipation of doing something new.

Then | went to the Brothers’ mission in Bolivia where | taught and served as an
administrator for almost six years. These were truly the best days of my life!

In Bolivia, | learned a lot about culture, respecting the dignity of the poor and
speaking in behalf of those whose human rights are violated and cannot speak
for themselves. | returned to St. X in 2001 after a sabbatical in Chicago and time
in Congo with our African Brothers. Since 2001 | have taught Spanish, been a
counselor and served as coordinator for students with learning differences and
the EXCEL program. These were truly the best days of my life! | learned to
listen better, to understand how kids feel when nothing seems to be working for
them, to help them believe they can make a difference in our world. | have been
blessed with wonderful experiences as an educator and | look forward to more.
